door on 20th street to be checked-in backstage. (In case of rain you will be 

notified via email of the alternate drop off plan) Students may leave after 

rehearsing with all of their classes. Parents may wait outside or in the 

balcony until your student is done. Students may be picked up at the same 

door on 20th Street when they are done. Please understand this may seem a 

little chaotic. It will take some minutes to get your child from the stage to 

the door.
